Junior Age Group 2
· September 19th, 2011 – June 30th, 2012 
· Program cost is $1,700 for 40 weeks. You can pay a lump sum, or with 10 cheques of $170 each.
· Swim Sask registration fee: swimmers 10 and under $55; 11 and over $95
Top Age Group
· September 19th, 2011 – June 30th, 2012
· Program cost is $2,100 for 40 weeks. Your can pay a lump sum, or with 10 cheques of $210 each.
· Swim Sask registration fee: swimmers 10 and under $55; 11 and over $95
Senior Group
· September 19th, 2011 – June 30th, 2012
· Program cost is $2,600 for 40 weeks. You can pay a lump sum, or with 10 cheques of $260 each. 
· Swim Sask registration fee: swimmers 11 and over $95
· Additional costs may be assessed for weight training, 

· Swimmers also pay for travel and accommodation for in province and out of province meets. These costs vary and depending on the meet; can be up to $1,000 per swimmer per meet.

**All regular programs are eligible for KidSport Subsidy for those families who qualify. Please enquire.
**If you have more than one (1) swimmer enrolled in the Saskatoon Laser Swim Club, you qualify for a fee reduction of 20% on all additional swimmers. The reduction is provided on all BUT the highest cost registration from a single family.
**We have a 30-day cancellation policy. Cancellation must be received in writing and directed to the Club President or Registrar only.
**Late registration is pro-rated by the week, not by the month.
***As always, the Saskatoon Laser Swim Club will do its best to accommodate the needs of our families. If you have a concern, don’t hesitate to contact our Club President or Registrar.

FUNDRAISING AND VOLUNTEER COMMITMENTS

Every family is expected to raise $200 through the purchase of grocery/gas/consumer gift cards. This option costs you nothing, and it is very easy. For example: You write us a cheque for $200 and you get $200 in grocery gift cards for a grocery store of your choice. The Club will receive anywhere from 3%-8% for selling you the cards. Any family that has not raised $200 by April 30th will be billed for any outstanding balance. Funds raised over and above the $200 will be split 50/50 between the family and the Club.
JUNIOR AGE GROUPS 1 AND 2
Each swimmer in Junior Age Groups 1 and 2 is expected to participate in a minimum of 2 bottles drives. We will have 2 in the fall and 2 in the spring. If a swimmer does not attend two bottle drives, the family will be billed $30 per bottle drive missed.

TOP AGE GROUP AND SENIOR

Top Age Group and Senior Swimmers are expected to raise $200 dollars through fundraising for the first senior swimmer and $100 dollars for every additional swimmer. Fundraising options are Bingos (a minimum of 4), or Raffle ticket sales ($200) or a combination there of. After your fundraising commitment any Bingos worked will be credited to your account ($50), and any Raffle tickets sold will be credited 50% of the value of the tickets sold.**
All other swim groups that sell Raffle tickets will be credited 50% of the ticket value to your swimming account. Note: first priority for raffle tickets is to senior swimmers. 

All other swim groups that do Bingos will receive a $50 dollar credit to their account for any/all Bingos worked.

VOLUNTEER COMMITMENTS

All families in Junior Age Group 2, Top Age Group and Senior are required to volunteer 45 hours per family per year. The hours are split up as follows:

25 hours for helping with preparations and working the two days of our swim meet. If you cannot work our swim meet, you must find someone else to work it for you, or pay the club $250 to find you a replacement.

20 hours additional volunteering (approximately 2 hours per month) can be used in any variety of ways:

· Taking an official’s course

· Taking a course through the online volunteer center

· Volunteering at a meet for another club

· Doing any number of odd jobs. See President for current list of jobs that need to be done.

· Chaperoning

· Helping with our mini meets

· Baking yummy treats for our parent meetings

Note: It is your responsibility to inform the Volunteer Coordinator of your volunteer work.
